Paddock Credentials Responsible for having waivers signed and selling paddock
passes for anyone entering the paddock area.

Paddock Marshals Responsible for pedestrian and vehicular traffic in the paddock
area.
Race Control Security Responsible for checking credentials and monitoring security at

the Race Control Building.

Radios/Communications Responsible for charging of radios, distribution of radios
and monitoring the channels.

$Sponsor Hospitality Responsible for checking credentials at the hospitality entrance
as well as ensuring the sponsors’ needs are met.

Fan Zone/Car Corral Responsible for bike/car corral parking. Making sure spectator
foot traffic is flowing freely. Making sure spectators and vendors
are following park rules.

Volunteer Check-In Responsible for checking-in volunteers and distributing meal
vouchers.
